Objectives:

Setting the Stage:

· Have you ever wanted to know what makes up a sentence?

Acquisition of Skills:

· Explain Diagramming

· Show examples while explaining all of the parts

· Start out with simple sentences and move on from there

· Have the kids go to the board and work on examples

Consolidation:

· After doing some examples on the board, have the students work on diagramming in small groups. When the groups are working together, walk around and see if everybody is okay and give help where needed. 

Closure:

· Finish the class by talking about diagramming a little more. Make sure all of the students are comfortable with the activity and have a worksheet of simple sentences for homework. 

Assessment:

· Go over the homework on diagramming from the night before. Continue to make sure all of the students are okay with all of it and then move on to more complex sentences.
