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Lesson Summary: 

This activity will allow the students to “think outside the box,” while using the computer as a learning tool. This will open the students to the media and allow them to apply the information to the assignment that goes along with The Catcher in the Rye. The students will create a movie poster and scene for an upcoming movie. 

Learning Objectives:

By the end of this lesson, the students will have created a movie poster including pictures of the actors/actresses that will be starring in their film. The poster should have a relevant theme. 

By the end of this lesson, the students will have created a scene from their feature film. 

By the end of this lesson, the students will perform their scene in front of the class or videotape it.

Materials: 

The Catcher in the Rye, Computer, Internet Resources, Word Processor, Poster Board, Glue, Scissors, Markers and a Scoring Rubric.

Specify Problem: 

Today, we are going to create a movie. As we all know, J.D. Saligner did not and will not give the rights to any movie company to make The Catcher in the Rye into a movie. Today, you are given the right. Pretend that you work for a movie company and in pairs you are to make a movie poster and a short scene from the movie. You will be given time in the computer lab to create both. Be prepared to act the scene out in front of the class or have it videotaped for the class’ viewing.

Results Presentation: 

Each pair will present their movie poster to the class. Following this, each pair will then either read or act out their scene from the book.

*Multidimensional Activities*

Lesson Introduction: 

The students will use their knowledge of the characters to create the movie poster. They will use their knowledge from the novel to create a scene that might be included in a motion picture. 

*Computer Activities*

Activities prior to the Computer Lab: 

· The book will be read and discussed.

· Facts about the book and author will be discussed.  

· Each pair will start writing their scene before entering the lab.

Activities while at the Computer Lab: 

· Each pair will use the Internet to find pictures of the celebrities that will star in their movie.

· Each pair will locate websites with pictures of their chosen character and print them out. 

· Each pair will use the Word Processor to type their scene and print out a copy for each member and teacher. Evaluation of how the pairs work together will be noted.

Activities after using the computer: 

· After the pairs are finished in the lab, they will start putting together their movie posters. 

· The students will also start working on the performance of their scene. They are to practice the scene before performing it.

Culminating Activity:

Each pair will either volunteer or be picked at random to present their material. The poster should be presented first and the characters should be described. The reasoning behind why they picked each actor/actress should be discussed. Then the students will go in to their performance. The more creative, the better. 

Assessments: 

· The evaluation of the scene will take place during the presentation. 

· The evaluation of the poster board will take place during the presentation. 

· The evaluation of the pair work will take place during the previous periods before the performance.
